Symbol

(ASABE) has initiated a project to revise the agricultural equipment speed identification symbol
standard.

ANSI/ASAE S584.1, Agricultural Equipment: Speed Identification Symbol (SIS) was
adopted by ASABE in January of 2005 and revised in August of 2006. In the latest periodic
review of the document several outdated references were identified. The proposed revision will
address all identified and needed updates.

Conformance to ASABE standards is voluntary, except where required by state, provincial, or
other governmental requirements, and the documents are developed by consensus in
accordance with procedures approved by the American National Standards Institute.
